2. Consider a location where the fireplace screen will not be exposed to direct sunlight from
windows or doors.

3. A 20 ampere, 120 Volt, 60 Hz branch circuit with proper ground must be available at the
location. Preferably a dedicated branch circuit should be provided to avoid circuit breakers to trip
of fuses to blow.

OUTDOOR INSTALLATIONS

Select electric fireplaces are suitable for outdoor areas protected from direct water impingement.
The fireplace shall not be installed in a standalone structure, even if the following requirements
are met. In addition to maintaining the listed mantel and combustible clearances, a rain protection
overhang factor of 2 shall be constructed to the front and to each side of the installed fireplace.

HOW TO INSTALL THE DIMPLEX OPTIMYST INTO THE AMANTII SIGNATURE FIREPLACE

To install the Dimplex Opti-Myst Cassette into your Amantii Signature Fireplace, follow these
steps:

1.During the installation of the cassette into the amantii signature fireplace, ensure that you leave
the cardboard inside to prevent it from getting scratched while installing the Opti-myst cassette.

2. The openings at the bottom of the unit can be utilized for running water lines and power lines to
the cassette if desired.

3. In the next step, on the far back right side, you'll need to prepare your opti-myst cassette to be
hardwired. Start by removing the electrical cover plate, which is secured by two screws.

4.Pull the wires out of the compartment, and at the bottom, you'll find two additional screws that
you'll need to remove in order to pull the wiring component out of the unit.

5. You'll want to Wire the cassette into the Amantii Signature electric fireplace block so that the
units can operate on a single cord. ( Refer to page 14 in the manual for wiring diagram, as well as
the link for further instructions from Dimplex:
