Mounting

1. Carefully unbox unit and read all instructions to ensure proper operation and setup of unit.

2. Use one of the following options to secure firebox:

A. If it is being placed in a console with a closed back, use side mounting option.

B. If it is being placed in a console with an open back, use L bracket supplied in your hardware kit.

A. Side Mounting Option
1. Remove the magnetic inner side panels.

2. Hook the mounting brackets to each side of the
firebox.

3. Align the front of the firebox (without the front glass
and side panels) with the front face of the opening.

4. Secure the firebox to the framing with screws
threaded through the mounting brackets.

5. Once the firebox is secured, reinstall the side panels.

B. L-Bracket Installation
1. Remove two of the screws on the bottom flange.

2. Use the provided L-bracket to secure the firebox to
the mantel, using the screw removed in step 1.

Front glass installation

1. Remove the clear plastic sheet from the spring and

ensure the spring is not damaged after mounting the

engine without the front glass. Avoid touching the
springs with your hands after removing the plastic
sheet.

2. Unpack the front glass and check that the hooks on
the glass are straight and not damaged.

3. Align the hooks on the glass with the holes on the

engine. Insert the four hooks into the holes and let the

glass slide down to the bottom edge of the holes.

4. Ensure the front glass is securely mounted.

Battery Replacement

Remove the screw on the battery cover using a Philips screwdriver.

2. Depress the tab and pull out to release the battery compartment on the bottom of the remote
control.

Correctly install one 3 Volt (CR2032 [longer life] or CR2025) battery in the battery compartment.

Insert the battery compartment and secure it with the screw.

@ Battery must be recycled or disposed of properly. Check with your Local Authority or
Ep Retailer for recycling advice in your area.

Resetting the Temperature Cutout Switch

Should the heater overheat, an automatic cutout will turn the heater off. It will not come back on without being reset.
